Our Classes 
 
Instrumental Lessons: The lessons will be divided 
into three categories, brass, woodwinds, and 
percussion.  Each instrument will be divided into three 
levels.  
There will be beginning, intermediate, and advanced.  
Here is how to choose the appropriate class: 

1. The Beginner level is for students that have 
never played or have one year experience.   

2.  Intermediate is for 2 years experience through 
four years experience 

3. Advanced is more than four years experience.  
The advanced groups will be working on the 
music for the 2007 Marching Band 
program.  

 
Jazz Band:.  Many students have not had an 
opportunity to perform jazz and the summer ensembles 
are a great place to get some instruction without the 
pressure.  The Young Jazz Ensemble is for grades 6 – 
8.  This ensemble will play basic jazz charts and give 
an introduction to improvisation. 
Percussion Ensembles:  This year we will feature two 
percussion ensembles.  The ensembles will be split as 
the Jazz Bands are split. 

1. The Young Percussionist is a beginner 
ensemble for students that have not played in a 
percussion ensemble before.  They will be 
learning the art of playing in a small group and 
get a more detailed education about some of the 
percussion instruments. 

2. The Advanced Percussion Ensemble is a more 
expert group that will play percussion music 
ranging from classical masters to modern artists 
to local composers. 

Guitar and Piano: There will be three sections each of 
piano and guitar.  The students will be divided into 
beginner, intermediate, and advanced guitar 

1. Beginners should have zero to two years 
experience. 

2. Intermediate students must have played for 
three or four years. 

3. Advanced students must have played for more 
than four years.

We are adding a vocal lesson 
aspect to our curriculum this 
year.  If you are interested in 
vocal training and have never 
tried to sing before, or would 
like to get a head start on next 
year’s chorus, here’s your 
chance!
